RULES AND REGULATIONS - CENTRAL MICHIGAN UNIVERSITY BAND CAMPS
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Students will NOT be allowed to pack any drinkable liquids in their carry on or suitcase (i.e. -
bottled water pop, etc.). Bottled water will be provided for each student for the busride to CMU.
There will be opportunities for students to purchase additional beverages at a reststop enroute.

No TV’s, video game systems (i.e. — XBox, Wii, PlayStation, etc.), or laptop computers. Handheld systems
(i.e. — Ninendo DS) are acceptable.

Shirts and shoes must be worn in the cafeteria. Food may not be removed from the cafeteria.

The residence halls will be closed at 10:00 p.m. Participants must be inside the halls by the designated
time.

All campers should be in their rooms at 10:30 p.m. Pizza should be ordered by 10:00 if desired. No pizzas
can be delivered after 10:30 p.m.

Use or possession of alcoholic beverages, illegal drugs, fireworks or other explosives, dangerous weapons
or substances, whether on or off campus, is prohibited.

Tampering with fire alarms, fire-fighting equipment, elevators, or other safety and security equipment is
prohibited. The burning of candles is also prohibited.

Intentional damage or theft of University or personal property is prohibited. Disciplinary action will include
financial compensation for such damage or theft.

All campers are required to attend all scheduled events (including - breakfast, lunch, dinner, sectionals,
etc.). In addition, the students must eat at all meals.

Campers are not permitted to visit the floors of members of the opposite sex.
Campers may not leave the CMU campus or designated boundries at anytime.
Excessive noise and “horseplay” is to be avoided at all times.

Dress at outdoor activities should be modest and suitable for long hours in the sun. Low-cut and see-
through garments are not permitted. Shoes must be worn at all times.
